Tac -fully Thinking            Failure To Forgive Oneself  
     One of the preparatory seasons of the Christian Year is Lent. Often we think of lent as the time when we 

donôt eat any chocolate, or use tobacco. You understand it is a time of giving up some vice that we didnôt need 

anyway. Well donôt let me discourage you with any wet blanket, and if this gives you the incentive to become 

a healthier person, my prayers are with you.
